Subproject Description:

DDOT needs to replace much of its aging fleet of snow vehicles and establish a routine replacement schedule. Because snow vehicles
and their associated equipment have been purchased in large quantities at once in prior years, they age out at roughly the same time and
lead to significant replacement costs every five to seven years.

DDOT has also been paying for the purchase of parking meters through the contract manager for the parking meter program. In FY
2006, DDOT will issue a new parking meter contract that does not include purchasing meters. DDOT projects it can save money in the
parking meter contract buy purchasing the parking meters and capitalizing their costs. A routine replacement schedule of the meters will
ensure the savings are continued in future years.
